Mayor Slingerland called the meeting to order and led in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

ROLL CALL – one council member absent.

APPROVE MINUTES – minutes of the September 16, 2013 Business Meeting were approved with a motion from Council Member Martin and seconded by Council Member Lakata.  Motion carried.

CITY OFFICIAL’S REPORTS

DPW – City Engineer Cotter reported the Karg’s site received approval for the remedial plan from DEC and the Dept. of Health.  Site prep is required before re-grading.  For the CHIPS resurfacing, milling has been completed and paving has begun.  She has received the executed proposal for the BOA Grant from the City of Gloversville. The Dept. of State has not released the updated grant application materials but they are expected sometime in October or November.  
Mrs. Cotter has been researching the sanitary storm sewers.  Leaf pick-up might begin the end of October.  

Fulton County Highway Dept. has an agreement with the City to plow Glebe St. Extension for $3,250. They have suggested they would plow Maple Ave. in exchange for Glebe St. Ext. instead of paying for plowing Glebe St. The council agreed this would be a good idea. Mrs. Cotter will prepare a memo and work with City Attorney Johnson on a resolution to be presented at the next council meeting.  

FIRE DEPT. – Asst. Chief Heberer reported the FAGE and T.J. Maxx projects are moving along. Several houses are in different stages of construction. T.J. Maxx hopes to be open before Christmas. Ward sweeps continue and the Code Office is busy with inspections and complaints.  He thanked the DPW for the work on the driveway ramps and sidewalk repair.  

POLICE DEPT. – Chief Gifford reported they will hold a DEA Take Back on October 26th from 10am-2pm. Residents can drop off their unused or expired prescription or non-prescription drugs for proper disposal.

LIBRARY – The Board of Trustees has approved the long range plan of services for the library with four goals to guide them. This will be available on the library’s website. The library will be closed on Monday in observance of Columbus Day. On October 26th the Friends of the Library will have a book and bake sale to support the library’s computer purchases and children’s books.

SENIOR CENTER – Council Member Martin reported the 50+ Club will hold their annual luncheon at Fox Run on October 17th.  The annual Men’s Club Breakfast is set for November 3rd from 8am-11am.  The cost is $5. The 50+ Club will hold a bake sale on Election Day.  Hats Off to Caregivers will be held on Saturday, November 16th from 10am-2pm at the senior center.  
RESOLUTION No. 67, 2013 was presented by Council Member Foss to execute a contract with Anjo Construction, LTD for the purchase of remote read meters for the Johnstown Water Department.  Seconded by Council Member Lakata.
