Chairman Smith called the meeting to order.
Minutes of the March 4, 2014 meeting were approved with a motion from Mr. Nicholas and seconded by Mr. Gifford.  Motion passed.

TACO BELL – Robert Osterhoudt, P.E. from Bohler Engineering, explained to the Board that Hospitality Syracuse, Inc. is proposing to redevelop the former Burger King site and construct a new Taco Bell restaurant. John Mason representing Hospitality Syracuse, Inc. was also present. The site is located on the west side of N. Comrie Ave.  The new building will be smaller than the old Burger King, approximately 2,100 sq. ft.  Landscaping and grassed areas will surround the facility.  The driveway from 30A will be shifted north and plans have been submitted to NYS DOT for their approval.  There will also be a driveway to the back leading from and exiting to the plaza area.  The existing fire hydrant will be relocated as it lies within the proposed access.  A new water service will connect out to the main.  Signage will be on the building as well as improvements to the existing free standing sign.  
They plan to open for breakfast at 7am and close 11 or 12pm Sunday – Thursday and 1 or 2am on Friday and Saturday.
There will be a trash enclosure at the rear of the building.  A sprinkler system will be installed in the kitchen area only.  The proposed site plan showed a 1 ½” pipe tying in the water main.  City Engineer Cotter requested they connect a 6” to the City’s main, connect that to a curb box and then run the 1 ½” pipe from the curb box to the building for their service.  
Mr. Franko said they may want to consider extending the sidewalk around to the back due to the basketball and athletic fields on the corner of Briggs and Jansen Ave.  Many young people use the fields several days a week and may want to walk over for something to eat.  They will take that into consideration.
Mrs. Cotter made a motion to classify the project as a Type II Action per 6 NYCRR Part 617.5©(2) and 6 NYCRR Part 617.5©(7).  A SEQR is not required.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Franko.  Motion carried.  Mrs. Cotter will send a letter to all the involved agencies to inform them the Board took this action.
Mr. Preston asked Mr. Osterhoudt about the timetable for the project.  He said they would like to be ready for this construction season.  

Chairman Smith said we need to do a County referral under the General Municipal Law and the packet is ready to go so it can get on the County Planning Board’s April meeting.  Our next meeting is Tuesday, May 6th at 4pm, where a Public Hearing will be held.  

If all is in order the Board should be ready to take final action.

A motion to adjourn was made by Mr. Gifford and seconded by Mr. Preston.  Motion carried.
