CORRESPONDENCE:The Board reviewed the Cork Center EAP that was submitted by  Greeman Pederson. Cindy will follow up with Eric to make sure all parties have been updated.
MOTIONS AND RESOLUTIONS:
RESOLUTION # 8  George made a motion seconded by Duke to award the alternate bid for the media sand replacement to Jablonski Excavating. All Board members agreed.  
Duke made a motion seconded by George to purchase a new turbidity meter for $950.00 plus shipping. All members agreed.
FILTRATION & DISTRIBUTION: Mike and Wade submitted monthly reports.  The Board reviewed the vehicle use log. The meter replacement is continuing in the city. The north end will be read on Thursday, April 17, 2014. The Board discussed an area resident that doesn’t want a new water meter installed in his house. Brett will review the residents concern. George asked how the training for the new system was. John asked if the tap that was put in at the house next to Cork Center helped. John will prepare a thank you letter to all who helped the water department with the sand filtration issue.
OLD BUSINESS:The Board reviewed the Larrabee wall repair estimate from Greeman Pederson. The Board asked Cindy to contact them and have Eric attend the May meeting. Litigation continues on the watershed assessments. The 5 year plan did not change from last month.  Nick will get a couple Board members together to discuss updating the plan. Brett said the Water Board will need to list their concerns so the shared space agreement can be discussed with the council.  The heater in the wash bay needs to be inspected. The dual taps will be placed on the list of things to do. John asked if the shutoff had occurred for the property that was on the January shut off list. Mike didn’t know if it was off but he will check with Wade. Boundary line posting will start again as soon as more posted signs are purchased. Mike will contact Dig Safely NY and get information on how the call system works. John said Wade was instructed to check his mailbox every afternoon for any UFPO’s that have come in. Several Board members and water department employees attended the SMART water news conference. 
NEW BUSINESS: Cindy told the Board there isn’t any communication with code enforcement and other departments when new development occurs in the city. Kathi will speak to code enforcement about the lack of communication. Cindy’s work hours in excess of 35 will have to be discussed in executive session according to Rick. A card and gift certificate from an area resident was sent to the water department office. The resident wanted to show her appreciation to the city employees for quickly repairing a water main break.  Brett informed Nick and Mike that it should not be accepted.  Mike stated he sent her a note explaining that they could not accept it.  Nick told the Board that the Gloversville Water Department receives $ 52,500.00 from the sewer department for collecting sewer rents. Nick instructed Cindy to prepare a list of time and materials involved in the billing and collection so he can give the list to the Mayor for review. Brett will prepare a letter to Walmart concerning their tank filling process and request a meeting.  The Board discussed supplying HydroQual with water for the 2014 season.
