FILTRATION & DISTRIBUTION: Mike submitted his monthly report.  Mike provided a copy of a report Wade had prepared for John Pradelski. Wade assumed the report was his monthly report. Mike told the Board about 3 water main repairs that have been made recently. There’s a leak on route 67 that has to be repaired but the water department is waiting for additional help to be available to make the repair. Their may be another leak in the system which is currently being monitored.
OLD BUSINESS: Litigation continues on the watershed assessments. The 5 year plan did not change from last month. 
The heater is the police bay is back in service. The Board asked Cindy to follow up with Chandra to make sure the heaters have been inspected and are operating properly. The carbon monoxide detectors were purchased for the water department office. Carbon Monoxide detectors can not be placed in the garages.  Mattice and Sons ordered the HVAC unit. Chad will update the CT Male contract agreement. Brett said the shared space agreement will be discussed with the common council. The Ferguson waterworks invoice issue has been resolved.
NEW BUSINESS: Nick told the Board that a city resident brought Cindy a thank you card and a box of candy. The resident was very appreciative of the help that she received from Cindy getting her meter changed out. Cindy provided the Board with the number of old meters in the City that need to be totally replaced. We are estimating around 300 meters between the north and south end. Chad said the new radio read heads are included in the meter replacement program but we will have to provide the meter bodies. The bid from Darrin Smith to buy some obsolete equipment had to be voided.  There was a miscommunication with Chandra and Cathy Van Alstyne concerning the sale. New bids will be accepted from anyone interested in purchasing the equipment. The Board received the final financial report for 2013. A budget adjustment for the clothing allowance will have to be done. The amount was increased $200.00 per employee per the new CSEA agreement. The Board discussed a concern with a culvert on Watershed Road. Nick spoke to TJ Bradt from the Town of Johnstown who said he will post the road with a weight limit. Nick told Cindy to call the logger who is working on watershed property and advise him of the upcoming weight limit posting. Chandra sent Cindy an email from DIG SAFELY NY stating they will start charging the water department for not complying to the dig requests within the two day time period. Chandra requested to meet with Cindy and Wade to discuss. The Board approved Cindy and Wade to meet with Chandra.
