FILTRATION & DISTRIBUTION: Wade and Mike submitted monthly reports.  Mike answered questions that John had on his report. The entire Board approved a purchase of a chlorinator.  Nick informed the board that there’s a service leak at 19 ½ S Perry Street. The property owner was issued a leak notice letter on January 13, 2014. The Board would like the actual mileage recorded on the vehicle log and information for vehicles #58, 59 and 60.

OLD BUSINESS: Litigation continues on the watershed assessments. The 5 year plan was reviewed. Cindy was asked to contact Chad Kortz of C.T. Male to attend next month’s meeting to discuss the costs involved in the 5 year plan.
The heater is the police bay is back in service. The Board voted to place carbon monoxide detectors in the garages and the water department office. Nick made a motion to hire Allen’s Family heating and cooling to supply and replace the HVAC rooftop unit and curbing for $6970.00. Duke made a motion to accept Mattice & Sons bid of $6820.00. The Board voted to accept Mattice and Sons bid.  Nick objected to hiring Mattice. 
NEW BUSINESS: Cindy prepared the 2013 water usage report for the Board to review. We are now at 15.2% unaccounted water usage. The Board discussed purchasing new water meters as needed. John Denmark explained the difference in the meters that are available. The Board wants to stay with the Neptune brand. John expressed concern for Cindy from irate customers about the meter replacement. Kathi will share the information with the common council to try to notify residents of the meter replacement program. Cindy will provide the Board with the number of old meters in the City that need to be totally replaced. The Board reviewed the shared space agreement that is in place with the City.  The agreement needs to be reviewed and updated. Kathy and Brett received copies of the agreement.  John would like verbiage added about animals being housed and keeping the doors closed and secured. The contract for general services with C.T.Male expired December 31, 2013. Nick asked about a possible conflict of interest with C.T. Male working on many local projects. Nick told the Board that he was recently asked about city water being dumped into the creek. Nick explained this is water that was sold to Hydro Qual. Hydro Qual buys city water to do their water testing. The Board discussed the upcoming sand replacement project at Cork Center and possible uses for the old sand. The Larrabee Reservoir wing wall will be placed on the agenda along with inspection of the tank on Johnson Ave this Spring. The tank at Cork Center will also be inspected. Nick told the Board about a charge from Ferguson Waterworks for material we didn’t order or receive. Cindy will follow up with Ferguson about the invoice. The Board accepted a bid from Darrin Smith to buy some obsolete equipment. Cindy will follow up with Mike Gifford about the sale.
