FILTRATION & DISTRIBUTION: Mike and Wade submitted monthly reports. George will prepare an email for the City Engineer stating we would like copies of maps and records that reside in her office.
OLD BUSINESS: The Board approved GPI to move forward with repairing the wall at Larrabee. Litigation continues on the watershed assessments. The 5 year plan did not change from last month. George would like a more in depth 5 year plan.  The dual taps are on the list of things to do. Cindy sent an email to Bruce Heberer requesting to be given any information from code enforcement concerning new construction permits that are issued.
NEW BUSINESS: Cindy requested permission from the Board to set up an account in Continental billing for Deer Creek Housing. The Board approved this change. Cindy informed the Board that there was 2 meter pits recently purchased by property owners to be installed. The water department was only charged a shipping fee for one of the pits. This resulted in 100.00 extra paid by the customers. The Board agreed to reimburse each customer $50.00.  Cindy told the Board the information she received from Verizon Wireless concerning new phones for the water department employees. Cindy was asked to contact Bill Sullivan and get a price quote for new camera phones without the internet for our employees. Nick said the camera phone would be helpful. The employees recently found a meter that was turned to the bypass position at Euphrates so the water was not being metered. Brett was asked to get with Mike and send Euphrates a letter addressing the incident. Mike told the Board that John Denmark recently dropped and broke his phone. John had difficulty getting another phone from the City Engineer. Nick said he had to go to the Mayor to get John a replacement phone.
The Board approved giving Dave Sagan gate keys and a key for the back office. George announced that he wanted office keys also. The board spoke about a request for a new tap on West Fulton Street Extension. More information is needed before a decision can be made.
