A motion to accept minutes of the February meeting was made by George DiMarco seconded by Rick Ricciardi. 
CARRIED
CORRESPONDENCE:A Leader Herald editorial written by Susan Spraker was shared with the Board. The Board reviewed C.T. Males contract for 2014. Nick stated he thinks there’s a conflict of interest with Chad Kortz working for Hydro Qual, FAGE, and the GJWWT. Nick said Chad seems to be looking out more for Hydro Qual and the sewer department more than he does for the water department. John said he thinks the Board needs to meet with Chad and discuss their concerns. Nick will call Chad and schedule a meeting.
MOTIONS AND RESOLUTIONS: 
FILTRATION & DISTRIBUTION: Mike and Wade submitted monthly reports.  Mike explained to the Board that their was excessive water draws, leaks on the water system and a house fire recently. The sand replacement needs to be done as soon as possible to correct the issue of supplying water to the city. Losing 500,000 gallons of storage with the Maylender tank has greatly hurt our system. John liked the vehicle mileage that was added to the report.
OLD BUSINESS: Litigation continues on the watershed assessments. The 5 year plan did not change from last month. 
The Board discussed engineering firms that are available in the area for the five year plan. Kathi said there is a new engineering firm in Gloversville. John asked about the leaks on route 67. Mike told him one leak was repaired and the second one has disappeared at this time. Mattice and Sons replaced the HVAC unit at the water department office. The contractor also provided a quote for return air ducts. The Board decided not to have the duct work done at this time. Brett needs to update the shared space agreement. John asked if there were any updates on the trucks traveling on Watershed Road. Mike said that additional signage has been added and TJ Bradt from the Town of Johnstown is doing a great job monitoring the situation. John asked the status of the dig safely changes. The dig safely requests that come in during the day are placed in a basket and the basket is not checked hourly and Cindy does not call Wade every time a dig safely request comes in. Chandra has not contacted Cindy to schedule the meeting to discuss the new procedures. Mike has a meeting on March 20, 2014 with Dig Safely and he will prepare a list of questions to ask.
NEW BUSINESS: Mike said the agreement with Gloversville will need to be addressed because of our new water system. EPC generator provided a service call for our generators at Cork and Christman. Continental billing reading module will be installed when Cindy returns. The module cost was $2, 000.00. Mike asked the Board about purchasing a new steamer for thawing services. The steamer is $3,400.00 and Gloversville Water Department may be willing to split the cost of the unit.
