PUBLIC SPEAKER :  John Rizzo from GPI updated the Board concerning the repairs at Larrabee. Nick will check with the attorney and find out if the project needs to be put out to bid. Jennifer Wesolowski from GPI spoke to the Board concerning NYSDEC requests for changes that are going to need to be made at Cork Center. The Board needs to plan to have these changes completed within 5 years. Jen will be providing more information to the Board. Jen noted the emergency response booklets are to be shared with the fire department, cork center and the water department office. Nick stated he told Mike to bring a copy to Allan Polmeteer. Jovan Boljanac addressed the Board with his concerns about the water services that he needs at Pine Avenue. The Board shared an email from the city engineer with Jovan. Jovan will attend the city council meeting on May 19, 2014. Kathi Iannotti will be sure his name is placed on the agenda.

A motion to accept minutes of the April meeting was made by Rick Ricciardi seconded by Duke Caruso. John said he sent thank you letters out to all who helped with Cork Center.

CORRESPONDENCE:The Board reviewed an email from Chandra Cotter and the North end unresponsive list from Anjo Construction. The Board would like to publish a legal notice notifying residents that their service may be turned off for non compliance. Duke said Anjo will need to provide an accurate list for publication.
MOTIONS AND RESOLUTIONS:
FILTRATION & DISTRIBUTION: Mike and Wade submitted monthly reports.  The Board reviewed the vehicle use log. We have not had any requests from Hydro Qual to draw water. The Board approved Ti Sales quotes for a meter for Jansen Avenue school and meter parts for different/older meters in order to change them out.  Mike obtained a maintenance agreement with EPS for the generators at Cork Center and Christman for the Board to review. The Board will discuss an agreement for 2015 at budget time. All hydrant repairs have been completed.
OLD BUSINESS: Litigation continues on the watershed assessments. The 5 year plan did not change from last month.  The dual taps will be placed on the list of things to do. Boundary line posting will start again as soon as more posted signs are purchased. Mike will contact Dig Safely NY and get information to set up a separate account for the water department per the Board’s instruction so that we are not charged for sewer calls. Mike said the sand replacement project is going smoothly. The Board needs to give Brett a list of what changes they would like to make with the shared space agreement. Mike has the contact information for Pratt for the route 67 valve. We have not received any information from code enforcement concerning permits being issued. Brett was not available to discuss the Hydro Qual letter. Mike will contact Steve Morrison from Walmart concerning their tank. 
NEW BUSINESS: Hydrant flushing will occur next week.  A timber sale was published and a bid opening will occur May 21, 2014. Nick said there is a section by Maylender that needs to be clear cut because the trees keep falling. Wayne Tripp will be providing information. Cindy informed the Board that Anjo Construction made several mistakes while doing the meter change outs in Continental billing. The Board will contact Chad and have him reach out to Anjo Construction. The Board decided not to approve any Anjo Construction  vouchers for payment until the South end meter change outs are started and checked to make sure they are doing the change outs correctly. The Board discussed a dairy  vendor possibly opening in the Industrial park according to the Mayor.  Mike said he did some flow tests in the area and said there’s possible grant money available. The Board told Cindy to send Helen Martin a get well card. The Board discussed a review request from William Gotobed. The Board told Cindy to contact the owner and have him schedule his meter change out. The Board can then determine if it is a service issue or a meter issue.
