FILTRATION & DISTRIBUTION: Mike submitted his monthly report. Wade has been out of work so his report was not available.  John asked Mike about the work that needs to be completed on the side of the building. John suggested flower pots be placed out front or hire a nursery to do it. The Board approved buying a new wand for $800.00. GCS said it would cost $2,000.00 to do a study to move the equipment from City Hall to the water department building.
OLD BUSINESS: Work is ongoing on the wall at Larrabee.  Litigation continues on the watershed assessments. The Board added equipment to the 6 year plan. Mike said the dual tap will not be completed until next year. The Board agreed to remove the tap from the agenda until Spring 2015. Nick said DEC confirmed the permissive use area around the landfill included Roge’s property. The Board reviewed the fixed assets list. Nick said the new steamer needs to be added to it. George asked Mike to review the list and notify Cinda of any additional assets. 
NEW BUSINESS: Cinda told the Board there are approximately 140 meters that need to be read in the North end in order to start calculating the north end billing. Cindy asked if a letter could be sent to the 2 volunteer fire departments requesting that they submit their log sheets to the water department office by April and October 1.These sheets are completed per the agreements with the departments. The Board discussed work that will need to be done at the gate house in 2015 after the reservoir is cleaned.
