AUDIT COMMITTEE: Vouchers were approved for payment. George asked Cindy if their was any issues with the invoices that did not include purchase orders on them. Cindy said their weren’t any issues, she just noted the lack of the purchase order for the audit.
Financial reports were provided and accepted by Duke Caruso and Rick Ricciardi. Nick questioned why F2770 was no longer being used and why Cindy transferred money to another account without the auditing committee’s approval. Cindy told the Board that the auditors didn’t want a miscellaneous line anymore. All funds will now be recorded under the charge for service line F2144. Cindy also stated she did not move the money, Mike Gifford made the changes.

MINUTES  A motion to accept the minutes of the August meeting was made by Duke Caruso seconded by John Pradelski
CORRESPONDENCE: The Board reviewed the August 2014 billing levy. Brett said the 2013 and 2014 actions have been placed with 2 different judges. Dan Vincelette has requested that the action for both be with one judge. The Board discussed an email they received from Chandra concerning a request for water. The waterline belongs to Fulton County. The Board instructed Cindy to email Chandra and let her know.
MOTIONS AND RESOLUTIONS:  
FILTRATION & DISTRIBUTION: Mike and Wade submitted monthly reports. Mike updated the Board on Hydro Qual’s meter not working properly. Hydro Qual is researching purchasing a different meter. George asked about any Industrial customers that are delinquent.  Nick told George that the City of Johnstown will pay any outstanding balance left on the account. George asked if the appraiser made it to the watershed property. Brett said the appraiser had a death in the family but will be in touch soon.  Rick asked how the City conducts its random drug testing. Cindy will follow up with Mike Gifford and find out how the program works. The construction started on Pine Avenue. Rick stated that the employees need to wear hard hats. Nick told the Board that a hose to our 4 inch pump was damaged by DPW. Lines were also ripped up on Pine Ave. Nick and Mike met with all involved to notify them it was not the water department. George wants a record of the damages and the actions taken by the City. Cindy was instructed to follow up with Chandra. George wants it done by memo and not in an email.  Truck #19 will need to be replaced next and George suggested to getting six or so summer help to get some work done on the watershed property and keeping the truck to use on watershed property.
OLD BUSINESS: Work has started on the wall at Larrabee.  Litigation continues on the watershed assessments. George read a long list of items for the 5 year plan. The Board discussed many of these items and the priority of the items. Mike said there hasn’t been any changes in the dual taps. Mike said all the new phones have been issued. George read a memo Nick wrote to Chandra concerning turning the old phones in. George said the billing cycle ends on the 23rd of the month. The Board discussed the Rogers tap request. Brett doesn’t believe that water can be provided without the common council and DEC approval. George felt that the same should apply to the Sherman tap. John also questioned the taps. George said once the permissive use area was approved, customers should be able to receive water. Brett stated it is in the City Charter that the sale of water outside the city must be approved by the common council. The permit creates the permissive use area only. 
NEW BUSINESS: The Board decided to hold a workshop on September 17, 2014 at 1:00PM to prepare the 5 year plan and the 2015 budget. Nick asked about the South end billing. Cindy told him the billing was difficult to get out on time. The Board said the larger meters in the city will need to be manually read at this time. George asked Cindy to update the fixed assets list and to explain certain line items. The Board likes the work done in front of the water department and would like the side of the building cleaned up as well. Nick instructed Cindy to find out the interest rates paid to the checking account and the money market account. Nick said the Board may want to consider moving money from the checking account to the money market account.
