Also present was 3rd Ward Council Member Helen Martin, Liaison to the Board.

Chairman Smith called the meeting to order.

Minutes of the August 5, 2014 meeting were approved with a motion from Mr. Gifford and seconded by Mr. Nicholas. Motion carried.

PED ELECTRIC – Chairman Smith opened the public hearing so that anyone present may be heard on the project for an addition to the rear of the building. No one was present to speak so the hearing was closed.

Mr. Nicholas made a motion to approve the application for an addition to the rear of the Ped Electric building. Motion was seconded by Mr. Gifford.  Motion carried.

PROLIANT WHEY –199 Enterprise Road - Chairman Smith opened the public hearing so that anyone present can be heard on the project for the addition to the building. No one was present to speak so the hearing was closed.

Chief Heberer told the Board that a Special Permit was issued by the Zoning Board of Appeals to allow the height of the addition to exceed the maximum allowed.

The Planning Board was proposed lead agency in the SEQR at the August 5th meeting. Mrs. Cotter said letters went out and she has received 2 out of 4 responses with no comments. They have until September 12th to respond. Representatives for Proliant, Bill Hadlock and Luke Heffernan presented more detailed plans of Phase I of their project. They plan to use the existing driveway and parking lot but will repave. The main piece of the project is the 8,000 sq. ft. addition. Water and sewer service will connect from Enterprise Drive. They will be addressing storm water quality and quantity requirements that will be necessary for the increase in pervious area.  Phase I includes the 80’ tower. At this time they also propose to build a piece of the 30’ tower. There will be a 40’ separation from the existing building to accommodate drift load falling from structure.  
Mr. Franko made a motion to approve the plan subject to conclusion of the SEQR process. Motion was seconded by Mr. Nicholas.  Motion carried.

CREDIT ON CARS – 166 E. State St. – Wanda Gifford runs the car lot at that address and would like to use the garage across the street for detailing and repairing cars. Chief Heberer said it is in the arterial commercial zone and it is an allowable use.  This is the old Saltsman’s garage and has been vacant for a few years. They will need to apply for a certificate of occupancy. No public hearing is required. One person will be employed and no vehicles will be stored outside. No changes will be made to the building. No body work will be done.  
Mrs. Cotter made a motion to approve the application, seconded by Mr. Preston.  Motion carried.
A motion to adjourn was made by Chairman Smith and seconded by Mrs. Cotter. Motion carried.
