CORRESPONDENCE: The Board reviewed a Maintenance agreement with EPS. Duke made a motion seconded by Rick to accept this agreement for 2015. The Board received copies of the approved budget and capital plan.
MOTIONS AND RESOLUTIONS:  
Resolution # 16 motion by Caruso seconded by Ricciardi to amend water rates for 2015.
FILTRATION & DISTRIBUTION: Mike and Wade submitted their monthly reports. Duke asked about the training the employees recently received. Mike said a decision will need to be made soon to disconnect Hydro Qual for the season. An enclosed area needs to be built in the barn to protect some equipment from the dust and dirt. The Board agreed that the enclosure needs to be built. The Board approved a new antenna for the van for better reading. The Board reviewed the vehicle use log.
OLD BUSINESS: Work has been completed at Larrabee.  Litigation continues on the watershed assessments.  The appraisers report should be available in 2 weeks. Kathy Oare was present at the request of the appraiser. Our attorney got lost so he was not present. Nick said Mike Parker should have been asked to attend. Duke didn’t agree that the city assessor should have been in attendance.
NEW BUSINESS:  Roland J Downs submitted a written work proposal to repair the boiler at Christman. The Board approved the $7,150.00 repair. The Board also agreed to enter into a service contract with Roland J Downs for 2015 for $450.00 per plant. Mike will verify that the work will be completed in 2015 when it is needed at both plants. The Board reviewed a request from Maryann Bradbury for a reduction in her water bill. The Board agreed that a reduction should be made because of the meter pit leak. Cinda was instructed to rebill at the November 2014 usage or the average of the last 5 November bills, which ever is lower. GPI will be at Cork Center on Wednesday November 12, 2014 for an inspection and Christman Thursday November 13, 2014 for an inspection. The Board approved the 2015 Hach renewal. Kathi will inform Mike how payroll will be handled since Chandra will no longer be employed. Mike currently puts the cards out every week for all the employees. Nick asked Kathi if she found anything out about the SCADA system. Kathi said she did ask but no one seems to know what the SCADA system is. Rick asked Mike if there was any trespassing on watershed property that he was aware of. Mike said he hadn’t seen anyone but someone was allowed to track a deer that they shot and it entered watershed property.
