MINUTES:  A motion to accept the minutes of the May meeting was made by George DiMarco

CORRESPONDENCE: The Board approved the May 2015 billing levy. The Board reviewed the form letter for leak notices and requested the letter be changed to say “possible’ water leak. 

FILTRATION & DISTRIBUTION: Wade and Mike submitted their monthly report. Nick informed the Board about the water main breaks on West State Street and North Perry Street. The quote for GCS will be tabled for now while the IT tech for the City completes his work with the City of Johnstown’s computer network. George asked Mike about a recent NYSDEC inspection. Mike said a report will be sent from the inspector. Anthony asked about mileage on the Jeep.

OLD BUSINESS: Brett said the Board will need to take property owners to small claims court to collect outstanding water bills for residences that are outside of the City. Nick told the Board that Cinda obtained 2 copies of the Master Meter Booklet. The Board wants a North End meter reading done now and letters sent to all owners that indicate a possible water leak. George said their isn’t any funding available for water projects at this time because we missed the deadline to apply.

NEW BUSINESS:  The Board approved an agreement with Master meter for $1,500.00. The Board also approved a proposal from TDR Designs for $1,300.00 for cathodic and tightness tests for the tanks at Cork Center and Christman. 
Nick said he has been receiving calls from residents that fully support the Water Board. Nick said the Town of Johnstown has requested a water tap for their new shelter. Kathi Iannotti said the Mayor called the Town Supervisor and discussed the water tap. The City will approve the tap as long as the new shelter will take the animals from the City of Johnstown. Kathi asked the status of the Roger’s Orchards tap. Brett said he will review the request that was submitted to the City Clerk. Mike asked about a property owner that submitted a letter for water outside the City last month. Nick asked about the West Fulton Street extension tank inspection and cleaning. Mike will speak to Chad Kortz, Chad has the contact information.
