	WHEREAS, Christopher and Megan Rizzo, owners of Chris Rizzo Trucking, have requested approval from the City of Gloversville and the City of Johnstown to connect to the existing sanitary sewer system at its proposed future location of Chris Rizzo Trucking located at 1511 St. Hwy. 29A in the Town of Johnstown, west of the City of Gloversville, New York.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
	RESOLVED, the City of Johnstown approves a connection to the existing sanitary sewer line at the nearest possible point to Chris Rizzo Trucking located at 1511 St. Hwy. 29A in the Town of Johnstown, Fulton County, New York for the purpose of providing service to that location for sanitary sewer wastes only and at a flow rate not exceeding five hundred (500) gallons per day; and be it further

RESOLVED, that such approval is conditioned upon:
1. A metering discharge device be installed by Chris Rizzo Trucking with the invoice for usage being generated by the Gloversville-Johnstown Joint Sewer Plant; and
2. That the charge for such sewer service be at twice the current sewer rate charged in the City of Johnstown; and
3. That approval for the connection also be obtained by the applicant from the Gloversville-Johnstown Joint Sewer Board, County of Fulton, and City of Gloversville.
