WHEREAS, the New York State Land Bank Act, Article 16 of the New York Not For Profit Corporation Law, permits local government entities to enter into an intergovernmental agreement to establish a land bank; and

	WHEREAS, there is a continuing need to strengthen and revitalize the economy of the State of New York and the City of Johnstown; and

	WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the State of New York and the City of Johnstown to help to confront the problems caused by vacant, abandoned, and tax delinquent properties through the creation of land banks in a coordinated manner to foster the development of that property by returning property to productive use in order to strengthen the economy, improve the quality of life, and improve the financial condition of the municipalities. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
	RESOLVED, that the Common Council of the City of Johnstown hereby endorses and encourages the formation of a six-county land bank under the direction of the Mohawk Valley Economic Development District (MVEDD); and be it further

	RESOLVED, that copies of this Resolution be forwarded to Senator Hugh T. Farley, Assemblyman Marc W. Butler, Assemblywoman Claudia Tenney, Assemblyman Anthony J. Brindisi and the governing bodies of Fulton, Herkimer, Montgomery, Oneida, Otsego and Schoharie Counties.
