PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that sealed bids will be received at the Office of the undersigned City Clerk of the City of Johnstown at the City Hall, 33-41 East Main Street, Johnstown, New York 12095 up to 11:00 a.m. in the City Clerk’s Office in the aforesaid City Hall on December 6, 2018 for the sale of Surplus Asphalt Concrete Millings in the City of Johnstown, New York.

Prospective bidders may obtain copies of the bid packet and bid form at the office of the City Clerk in City Hall, Johnstown, New York, Monday through Friday, between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.  All bids should be plainly marked “SURPLUS ASPHALT CONCRETE MILLINGS AUCTION” on the outside of the envelope. BID SPECIFICATIONS
FOR SALE OF SURPLUS ASPHALT CONCRETE MILLINGS


Terms and Conditions:

1. General.  The City of Johnstown requests sealed bids for the sale of surplus asphalt concrete millings. Interested bidders can submit a sealed bid for the purchase of the millings located on Crescendoe Road. The millings are being sold as-is condition. The bidder understands that the millings are the product of street rehabilitation, and as such may contain larger pieces of asphalt pavement, and that the gradation of the millings is not guaranteed by the City.

2. Quantity.  There is an unknown quantity of asphalt concrete millings stockpiled on Crescendoe Road for this auction. The City does not guarantee the actual quantity of millings that are present in the stockpile. The bidder must field measure and verify the exact actual quantity of millings present in the stockpile, to his or her own satisfaction, prior to bidding.

3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Payment.  The successful bidder must pay for the millings in full and provide the required certificates of insurance prior to taking ownership of the millings. The millings must be transported from City property by the successful bidder at his cost within 30 days of the Notice of Award by the City. If payment and required certificates of insurance are not provided within 15 days of the bid opening date, the City reserves the right to sell the millings to the next highest bidder. In this event, the bidder shall forfeit their 10% deposit. Any millings left on City property after the 30 day removal period shall become the property of the City. In no case shall millings be left on City property later than September 17, 2020.

4. Bid Conditions.  Each bid must be accompanied with a certified check, bank check or money order in the amount of 10% of the total bid. The bid deposit shall be returned to all unsuccessful bidders after contract award. All bids shall include an executed Non-Collusive Bidding Statement and Waiver of Immunity.  All bids must be submitted in a sealed envelope no later than 11:00 a.m. on the 12th day of August, 2020.  Bids must be submitted to the Johnstown City Clerk, 33-41 East Main Street, P.O. Box 160, Johnstown, NY 12095. To arrange for inspection of the millings, contact the Office of the City Engineer at (518) 736-4014. The City of Johnstown reserves the right to reject any or all bids, for no stated reason.

5. Site security.  The bidder shall be allowed access to the City owned site on Crescendoe Road for the sole purpose of loading and removing the millings. The bidder shall not perform any other types of business activities on City property. The bidder shall not re-sell the millings to a third party from City owned property, neither shall the bidder haul to and/or stockpile thereon any other materials.

The bidder shall not enter any of the buildings on the site for any reason.



6. Insurance.

A. The bidder shall not commence work under this contract until he has obtained all insurance required under this section and such insurance has been approved by the City, nor shall the contractor allow any subcontractor to commence work on his subcontract until all similar insurance required of the subcontractor has been so obtained and approved. Neither approval by the City nor a failure to disapprove insurance furnished by the contractor or subcontractor shall release the contractor or subcontractor of full responsibility for liability, damages and accidents as set forth herein.

B. The contractor and each subcontractor shall maintain such required insurance in force during the life of this contract and no modification or change of insurance carriage and provisions shall be made without thirty (30) days written, advance notice to the City.

1. Compensation Insurance: The contractor shall take out and maintain, during the life of the contract, Workers’ Compensation Insurance for all his employees at the site of the project, and in case any work is sublet, the contractor shall require the subcontractor to provide Workers’ Compensation Insurance for all of the latter’s employees unless such employees are covered by the protection afforded by the contractor. In case any class of employees are engaged in hazardous work under this contract and are not protected under the Workers’ Compensation Statute, the contractor shall provide adequate insurance for the protection of these employees.

2. Liability and Property Damage Insurance: The contractor shall take out and maintain during the life of this contract, such liability and property damage insurance as shall protect him and any subcontractor performing work covered by this contract from claims for damage, for personal injury including accidental death, as well as from claims for property damage, which may arise from operations under this contract whether such operations be by himself or by any subcontractor or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by either of them and the amounts of such insurance shall be as follows:

a. Bodily Liability Insurance: An amount not less than $1 million ($1,000,000.00) for injuries, including wrongful death to any one person and subject to the same limit for each person and in an amount not less than $2 million ($2,000,000.00) for injuries to or death of two or more persons in any one accident.

b. Property Damage Insurance: An amount, not less than $1 million dollars ($1,000,000.00) for damages on account of any one accident and in an amount not less than $2 million ($2,000,000.00) for damages on account of all accidents.

3. Contingent Liability:  The above policies for Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Insurance must be so written as to include Contingent Liability and Contingent Property Damage Insurance to protect the contractor against claims arising from the operations of subcontractors.

4. Public Liability and Property Damage Insurance on Behalf of the City: In addition to the Liability and Property Damage Insurance abovementioned, the contractor shall furnish evidence to the City that with respect to the operations of himself or any of his subcontractors, he has provided for and in behalf of the City regular protective Public Liability and Property Damage Insurance.
